KUNG FU CLUB PUTS ON CHARITY SPARRING DAY 
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Everybody was kung fu fighting, those cats were fast as lightning, and though it was a little bit frightening, it was all for a Bath cancer charity.
The high-kicking drama unfolded when members of the Nationwide Building Society Martial Arts Club in Swindon took part in an epic sparring session for the Royal United Hospital-based cancer research unit.
Every year, the martial arts club stages a marathon charity event.
Alice Rees, 32, is a member of the club and chose the RUH cancer centre as this year's charity after being treated for Hodgkin's lymphoma cancer herself - her cancer is now in remission.
At the centre, patients can undergo drug sensitivity tests which then help doctors choose the most effective treatment for an individual patient and give the best hope of remission or cure.
The sparring during the event involved keeping two people battling continuously for 90 rounds over three hours.
Each member of the eight-strong Nationwide-employee team, who all study jeepai kung fu, completed 25 two-minute rounds each - and raised nearly £2,500.
John Codling, club president and also known as Kung Fu Cod, said: "This was the equivalent of two world title contests of 12 rounds."
Dr Andrew Bosanquet, director of a small team of expert scientists at Bath Cancer Research, said: "This was a tremendous effort by the club, which is to be congratulated on such a successful spar.
"It is also a great encouragement to us at Bath Cancer Research."
The money raised was handed over at the Wolfson Centre for Research at the hospital this week.
Haydn Wilkins, unit manager, said: "This is a much-needed boost for our research, as we depend heavily at present on local charitable donations and receive no Government or NHS money."
